New Book Tells History, Features

Irvine Park Book continuep From cover

Authors Anne Keller, Donna Bourget and Jim Schuh describe all of Chippewa Falls’ parks,
with rich details of their natural environments, history and growth. Their work is the result of
about year of work researching, gathering recent and historic photos, and interviewing local
residents about their memories and stories of the parks.

Last year, the authors released Lake Wissota, The Dam Story, marking the 100-year
anniversary of the opening of the hydroelectric dam that created Lake Wissota, a destination
site just to the west of Chippewa Falls. Irvine Park (and smaller Chippewa Falls Parks) The
Bear Facts is similar in format, size and style.

Proceeds from sales of both books will go to support a new Chippewa Area History Center
that is in the planning stages.

“We hope our new book will help the community stay connected to its history both by
keeping alive the rich memories associated with Chippewa Falls’ historic parks, and by
supporting the History Center project, which will help preserve the stories of Chippewa
County and the people who have called it home,” Schuh said. “And learning more about the
parks deepens people’s appreciation for the wonderful gems they are.”

On a warm day in May, 68 Parkview Elementary School second graders visited the Area
History Center where they were they were greeted by the above costumed volunteers—

The first thing they saw was the fur trading exhibit where many furs, artifacts, hunting tools
and other items were displayed and the importance of fur trading in the area was explained.
Then, on to the logging exhibit where the various logging jobs were shown, as well as loggers

clothing, saws and log stamps. Old logging photos were also on display.

Next, the students entered a room set up as an early train depot equipped with a very old
typewriter, telegraph key, lanterns, and mail bag grabber among other things. Local evolution
of communication and transportation were described by a locomotive engineer dressed as

Casey Jones.

In the last room, Grandma’s Kitchen, the students experienced going into an old fashioned
kitchen. There they saw an early “flip” toaster, hand-pump vacuum cleaner, laundry equipment,
old irons and a roomful of old-time cooking tools usually found in a kitchen many, many
years ago.

Learning about the history of their home town, Chippewa Falls is part of the second grade
curriculum and this visit brought to life Chippewa Falls of the past. w

Old Factory On High, Cedar, Razed

If you have an “El Nilo” or “77” cigar laying around the house, treat it with loving care.
Unwrap it carefully, wet it down, and enjoy the smoke at your leisure. And when you have it
smoked down to a short butt, blow the final drag of smoke up toward the ceiling and watch
the blue, grey cloud dissolve into the air for it will be the last time you will be able to do it.
'The “El Nilo” and the “77” have vanished from the market, victims of modern production and
methods and a change in the habits of smokers.

'The Bollinger Brothers and Pepin cigar factory, last of its kind here in Chippewa Falls, is
being ripped down and when the destruction is completed another old city landmark and
another city industry will have faded.

Way back in the period before WW1, around 1917, cigar making was a flourishing business
here in the city. No less than seven factories were in operation when the Bollinger Brothers
went into business. The two Bollingers, Walt and John, together with Emery Pepin, opened
shop in a place purchased from L.W. Bethke, on 11 W. Grand Ave., but the business closed
down during the war. After the shooting stopped, Walt Bollinger and Pepin bought out John
Bollinger’s interest in the factory, and also purchased the building which up until now served
as the home of Bollinger Brothers and Pepin cigar factory.

Employing up to 8 men in flush years, the factory turned out over three and one-half million
hand-made cigars in its thirty odd years of operation, including the “Northwestern,” the
“Shamrock,” the “L.aDema,” and the two modern brands the “El Nilo,” and the “77.”

Bollinger and Pepin were opportunists, making cigars to fit any occasion. For an example,
when President Alvin Coolidge vacationed on the Brule River, in the northern part of the
state, the firm manufactured 30,000 cigars, called the “Brule,” and sold them all during
Coolidge’s stay.

'The old building, which is located on the corner of High street and Cedar street, and which
is currently being razed, was originally constructed on Bridge street, between Central
and Grand. It was moved to its present location, and was used, among other things as a
schoolhouse. When the building was purchased, it was in ramshackle shape, and the cigar
firm put over $3,000 into its repair.

But now after over 30 years of operation, the cigar making trade here in the city is all wound
up. Reason given is that after WW1, the smoking trend has gradually been leaning toward
cigarettes. This, coupled with the fact that modern machinery is taking over the cigar making
trade and machines can produce a cigar faster and more cheaply than a man, has made the
business a non-paying proposition.

And so, the “El Nilo” and the “77” will no longer be around. They have followed the

“Shamrock” and the “La Dema” into oblivion. =

any young men from Chippewa County served their country proudly during WWI.
We have been fortunate to have a few artifacts that originally belonged to one of those
men, Oscar Bjork, donated to the Historical Society.

On January 24, 1918, Oscar sailed out of New Jersey on board the Tuscania, a luxury liner
that had been refitted as a troopship. It carried approximately 384 crew members and 2,013
army personnel, including many soldiers from the Chippewa Falls area. On the bitterly cold
evening of February 5th, it was torpedoed by a German submarine and sank only a few miles
off the coast of Northern Ireland. About 210 of the crew and troops were lost.

The wreck of the Tuscania lies between Scotland’s Islay Island and Northern Ireland’s Rathlin
Island under 330 feet of water. Many of the soldiers on board were saved and cared for by
local people.

Fortunately Oscar survived this ordeal and we are grateful to have been given his Tuscania
Survivors Certificate and his Roster of the Wisconsin Tuscania Survivors Club along with his
uniform. In the Roster he is listed as Vice President of the Club.
